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The matter blasted out of the Sun is somewhat like the wind blowing.
In fact, this stream of tiny particles is called “solar wind.” It takes one
to five days for this wind to reach Earth. Sometimes the solar wind
causes beautiful lights in the night sky, called auroras. These lights
look like moving sheets of color high in the sky.
